parity in economic trade, investment and economic

advancement.

As the world’s fifth largest economy, ASEAN too has the
potential to be a driving force for inclusive socio-economic
growth that paves the way for an unprecedented era of

sustainable, shared prosperity.

We are leaving no stone unturned, as you have seen here in
China, in promoting good governance and combating and
rooting out corruption, as well as implementing socio-economic

and industrial reform agendas.



We continue to be inspired, Premier Li Qiang, by your
extraordinary success in battling poverty, which clearly signifies

in major achievement in social reengineering.
